An J<b ol is the one who does an action.

In English, the J< ol usually ends with -er. e.g one who bakes is a baker
Since it’s always associated with an action - it can be used in the place of a J»s.
For example, 5 - he bakes or he is baking. 3;\> 32 can be translated as “he is a
baker” or “he is baking”, if the J<b «wlis used as a Jx$
